Especially Crohn's disease and ulcerative colitis. As most of the small intestine and extraenteric
involvement cannot be assessed by conventional endoscopy, MRE plays a crucial role in initial diagnosis and follow-up. It is therefore important that the different sequences of the MRE protocol are well optimised and adapted to each patient and region to be studied. After oral contrast preparation with polyethylene glycol (macrogol 4000), we first
used the Philips BTFE (Balanced turbo field echo)/ TrueFISP or CISS (Siemens)/ FIESTA-C (GE) sequences to assess the correct opacification and positioning of the patient. These sequences use a balanced gradient waveform, balancing the spatial encoding gradients to the net zero phase value before the next TR, while maintaining transverse and
longitudinal magnetization. This allows T1 and T2 contrast to be represented in the image, with hyperintense signal from the liquids while maintaining the T1 weighting contrast of the tissues. At the same time, it uses an ultra-fast gradient echo (TFE) acquisition. The main disadvantage of this type of sequence is its extreme sensitivity to field
heterogeneities, with the occurrence of some artefacts. We also use this type of sequence for cine slices, changing the slice thickness and the acquisition dependency to multiple acquisitions, each under 1 second, allowing us to assess transit in the various segments of the small intestine. After administering the antiperistaltic medication, we
performed T2-weighted turbo spin echo sequences (TSE/ FSE), which allow for better image quality in terms of resolution, contrast and signal homogeneity in practically the entire FOV, as well as diffusion-weighted sequences (DWI). Finally, after the second administration of the antiperistaltic agent, we performed 3D spoiled gradient echo T1-
weighted sequences (e-THRIVE/ VIBE/ LAVA-FLEX), which consist of a combination of sensitivity coding (SENSE), wide coverage and uniform fat suppression through the application of interpolation and partial Fourier techniques, before and after the administration of gadolinium in multiple phases. In this case, alterations compatible with
inflammatory bowel disease are visible, especially in the pelvic portion of the ileum, with thickening and restriction of diffusion in the wall and stenosis of the lumen. A Ressonancia Magnética consiste
num método de diagndstico por imagens de muito boa qualidade da zona do corpo em estudo. O aparelho em si consiste numa abertura cilindrica (tinel) circundada por uma estrutura de grandes dimensées (magneto) com uma mesa movel. Este exame tem radiacdo? A Ressonancia Magnética ndo utiliza radiacdo ionizante potencialmente prejudicial
(Raios-X). Os componentes basicos sdo um forte campo magnético e pulsos de radiofrequéncia. Ndo existem efeitos adversos conhecidos, contudo, dado que existe um forte campo magnético, se possuir dispositivos tais como pacemakers, desfibrilhadores, clips aneurisméticos e determinados implantes cocleares NAO deve entrar na sala de
Ressonancia Magnética. Quanto tempo demorard o exame? Existem varios tipos de estudos de Ressonancia Magnética com diferentes duracées. Um exame em condigdes normais demorard entre 10 e 30 minutos. Exames mais complexos podem demorar até 60 minutos. Como me devo preparar? O exame de Ressonancia Magnética, dependendo do
tipo de estudo, pode requerer um jejum até quatro horas antes da realizacdao do mesmo. Durante o ato de inscri¢cdo na recegao, ser-lhe-a entregue um questionario de seguranca bem como um documento de consentimento informado relacionados com a realizacdo deste exame. Ambos os documentos tém como objetivo garantir a sua seguranca e evitar
quaisquer procedimentos prejudiciais. Ao ser chamado pelo(a) técnico(a) para o exame ser-lhe-4 pedido que retire a sua roupa bem como objetos pessoais e que coloque uma bata para o efeito. Tenho de levar uma injecdo? Em alguns estudos de Ressonancia Magnética existe a necessidade da injecdo de um produto de contraste durante o exame. A
injecdo contribui para a melhor visualizagdo de estruturas anatémicas e na detegao e caracterizagao de lesdes, melhorando as imagens e fornecendo informacao adicional importante. Vou sentir alguma sensagao anormal durante o exame? O que esperar? Para iniciar o exame serda posicionado(a) deitado(a) numa mesa movel que sera dirigida até ao
centro do aparelho e, dependendo da regido do corpo em estudo, podera ser colocado um outro equipamento (antena) junto da referida zona para ajudar na correta obtencao das imagens. Sera fornecido um botao de borracha que devera ser usado de acordo com as instrugées do(a) técnico(a). Durante o estudo ouvird também alguns ruidos tipo batida
bastante audiveis e para os quais serao fornecidos auscultadores para ajudar a minimizar o barulho. O exame em si ndo deverd causar dor, no entanto podera sentir algum calor na regido do corpo em estudo. Devera ainda permanecer sem se mexer de acordo com as instrugdes do(a) técnico(a). A acompanhar permanentemente o seu estudo e a
garantir o seu bem-estar estara também o(a) técnico(a) de radiologia que, durante o exame, poderd comunicar consigo através de um sistema de intercomunicadores na sala. Quando terei o resultado? Depois de acabar a realizacdo do seu exame este sera editado, processado e relatado pelo médico(a) radiologista. Dependendo da urgéncia do exame e
do tipo de entrega, a data de disponibilizacdo do exame podera ser variavel. Para mais informacdes fale com a assistente da recegéo ou com o(a) técnico(a) de radiologia que lhe ir4 realizar o exame. Recomendacdes ao paciente: Nao é permitido nenhum tipo de objeto metalico/magnético na sala de exame, devido ao campo magnético. E necessario
que o paciente informe se é alérgico a algum tipo de medicamento. E muito importante que o paciente traga exames anteriores da regido do corpo em que sera realizado o exame de Ressonancia (Ecografia, RX, Ressonancia, TC).
